in 1989 as UNO of Lohagara upazilla of Narail district with the assistance of Chairman upazilla parishad rescued the submerged 2500 victims of flood from the basin of Modhumoti rivers and picked up to Laximipasha Pilot High School. Initiative was taken & established a temporary camp for 25 days till the flood water receded and they were rehabilitated. The victims were dine by local arrangement successfully during their staying in the camp.

Adult Education: 
Revd. Hastings started Total Literacy Movement (TLM) throughout the Bangladesh and started Adult Education as self- help voluntary basis with the partner organizations, which was supported by the funds of DFIDB, MRDF, Irish govt. Christian Aid, Hamdard (Pvt.) and OXFAM to achieve Education For All (EFA) program from 1993.
2)
Pre-Primary Education:

Nijera Shikhi implemented this program for out of school children as the basic education to bring them to mainstreaming of primary education and increase the enrollment in the schools to fulfill the Millenium Development Goal and reduce poverty rate with the funds of DFID(B) and other National Donors throughout Bangladesh in 61 districts from 1998.

Revd. John P. Hastings School :
Nijera Shikhi assumes the endless importance of the School Based Education System in the enhancement of the quality child education.

In recognition of the work in education of Late Revd. John P. Hastings (MBE), Nijera Shikhi has established Rev. John P. Hasting School in 2001 at Adabor, Dhaka. It consists of pre-primary and primary classes up to class IV. In every year one more class will be started for the students. Each class consists of 30 students.

The extra curricular activities of this school include practices of drawing, music, story telling, drama, games, truthfulness, studying religious books, preparation of figures with coloured papers, and side by side visiting natural and different places for practical knowledge.

Hard to Reach Programme:
Nijera Shikhi implemented Hard to Reach (HTR) DNFE-3 programme at Dhaka, Khulna & Chittagong  with Bangladesh Govt. fund.

DNFE Programme :
Nijera Shikhi as a co-partner organization played a vital role in implementing Adult Education programme of Directorate of Non-Formal Education DNFE-1, 2, 4 including HTR) under Education Ministry at Pabna, Sunamgonj, Comilla, Mymensingh, Jamalpur, Bogra, Natore, Kurigram. Nijera Shikhi has also completed DNFE-3 in the name of Hard to Reach has been implemented in Dhaka, Khulna & Chittagong with Bangladesh Govt. fund.

7)
Basic Education For Hard To Reach Urban Working Children Project -Phase-II (BEHTRUWC)

A recognizable part of the population of Bangladesh is still illiterate and they live under poverty level. On the other hand their children of 10-12 yrs. of age are engaged in different works for earning some thing to mitigate their needs, rather than to send them for education. As a result those children are growing as unskilled laborers. Considering the above circumstances the Bangladesh government has been implementing the BEHTRUWC project for the Urban Working Children in 6 (six) Divisional cities to give them basic education with livelihood skills trainings to improve their job oriented services with a view that those trained children will be above to earn much more as skilled persons for their better livelihood.

During the project period various cultural shows are arranged and national days are observed with discussion meetings & sports competitions.

Nijera Shikhi, as a partner of Bangladesh Government is implementing this project in Chittagong City Corporation at  ward no. 1 to 9 since 2006 with 8000 disadvantaged group of working children.

Child Club :
There may be many students up to secondary classes those who attend the usual classes but there is no such scope to acquire the additional knowledge about themselves & the universe in the villages. So the students always suffer in this matters. Nijera Shikhi established a child club from January, 2007 at Panchpota village of Kalaroa upazilla (Satkhira district) and still continuing to help these students in acquiring extra knowledge and keep themselves aloof from the evil works.

The Child Club is organized by seven members committee from the local community.

About 100 (one hundred) students of Primary and secondary schools are the members of the club. They utilize their leisure time in reading, playing, viewing the educational programmes with the CDs which enrich them with additional knowledge. 
9)
Mini-Library & Book Bank :
Nijera Shikhi has 3 (three) Mini Libraries with book banks in 3 Branch offices at Kolaroa (Satkhira), Abhoynagar and Monirampur (Jessore district) from 2004. The concerned officers help the readers in different ways. The officers, field workers, teachers, trainers, committee members (women) of the micro-credit groups are the regular readers of these books. By reading different books, short stories, some Bangla magazines they gather  knowledge about general health care, some income generating small business and human rights etc.

Nijera Shikhi had also established 24 mini libraries in gonokendras where 100 books of different categories were provided in steel boxes. The only purpose is to continue the learning habit and to sustain the learning skills acquired in the Adult Education in 1998.

Gonokendra :

Nijera Shikhi establish 24 Gonokendras in 12 districts as continuing education with mini-library’s for the practices of reading & writing skills of neo-learners with DFID(B) fund in 1998. 

11)
Arsenic Mitigation Program:
Nijera Shikhi has implemented the Arsenic Mitigation Program. with the assistance of Christian Aid (U.K). in Mymensing, Satkhira, Jessore and Khulna. The main objective of the programme was to create awareness among the people. Accordingly Nijera Shikhi has tested water of 5847 tube-wells and marked 1047 of Arsenic contaminated tube-wells with red color, identified 129 affected patients and redressed 45 patients from fatal disease by treatment. Nijera Shikhi arranged workshops, seminars & meetings with local people, students, teachers, labours, parents, Govt. officials to aware them on Arsenic Mitigation. 

12)
Nursery & Plantation :
In 2002 Nijera Shikhi with its own fund had taken lease of 5 Kanthas land and established a nursery of fruits, vegetables & timbers with the assistance of local people. One full time labour cum care taker was appointed. Regional officer of Nijera Shikhi and Four Child Education Promoters supervised the nursery project. After the end of year about 1500 fruits & forest saplings were distributed among the learners & guardians of 30 Pre-Primary Education Centers.

Sisimpur 123 out reach programme:
Nijera Shikhi had implemented successfully the Sisimpur 123 Outreach programme for 2 years in Kalaroa upazilla of Satkhira and Abhoynagar upazilla 
of Jessore districts as Early Childhood Development Programme with USAID funds under Nayantara Communications in 2005 and 2006.

Disaster, Management, Risk Reduction & Rehabilitation programme: 
It is evident that the natural calamities like tidal bore, Cyclone, Fire, earth quake, land slide, draught, heavy rain fall, flood, river erosion, Sunami etc. are the regular phenomenon of Bangladesh. The helpless people of this country usually face irreplaceable loss of lives & properties for the undesirable happenings in their lives. The poor Community does not accumulate excess food stuff & money to encounter or face the unforeseen disasters repeatedly and become obliged to the misfortune every year.
As such, to prevent the disaster or calamities Nijera Shikhi arranges advocacy, awareness & training program with the beneficiaries, executes relief and rehabilitation programs during the calamities in the form of material & financial assistance to the beneficiaries and takes initiative to aware on their health care, maintenance of environment & distribute relief materials in cash and kind to the beneficiaries for their survival and rehabilitation in a limited capacity. Being inspired from the ethical saying stated above Nijera Shikhi could not but stood by the side of river eroded, flood affected, sufferers.  

From 2004 to 2011 (on going program), Nijera Shikhi made aware on the natural calamities and disaster affected people through meetings & field assembly of Satkhira, Pabna, Rangpur and Jessore districts respectively and as well in Dhaka and Chittagong City Corporation and assisted financially for Rehabilitation. Nijera Shikhi also distributed Relief Materials in Adabor area & Kamrangir Char in Dhaka with the assistance of Soroptimist International Club of Dhaka and agricultural materials such as seeds to the farmers of Pabna District after flood and winter cloths & rags among the victims of cold affected people of Rangpur district and cash for their rehabilitation at Satkhira & Jessore districts also.

Mother and Child Care Programme :

Nijera Shikhi arranged Mother and Child Care programme for the students and parents of Revd. J.P.H School with the help of R.H Steps who provides doctors to check their general health, gives them prescriptions for their treatment, distributes some necessary medicines as they require with snacks and fruits quarterly in every year and aware them on different needful issues.

Awareness Building Program:
The local people and parents of Nijera Shikhi’s fields are being awarded on the following issues-

a)
Necessity and Importance of Pre-Primary and Primary Education for the Children: 

A notable part of children are still out of school. They should be brought to the school for their livelihood. The illiterate poor parents do not feel urge to sent their children in the school where their small income of children add something for the lives. So, the disadvantage community people should be awarded about necessity of Pre-Primary and Primary education for the children 
b)
Environment & Plantation :
To keep the environment neat and clean Nijera Shikhi made aware the local people about the bad effect of Carbon dioxide and our poisons which is detrimental to health. To compensate the oxygen all were motivated for plantation of tree saplings, ever cultivate the kitchen vegetables which will cover their food and to maintain environment. 

c)
Disaster Management, Risk Reduction and Rehabilitation programs 

Nijera Shikhi is very much concerned with the victims of disaster. Nijera Shikhi helped the victims of Aila, Sidr, Tidal bore affected area Satkhira & Jessore districts. The victims were made aware about the disaster and advised  them to take next step to stand on their on foot. 

d)
General Health & Nutrition:
Health is wealth & root of all happiness. They are advised to keep themselves & their environment neat & clean and take necessary nutritious food as available in the surrounding’s.

e)
Reproductive Health & family planning :
Many of these women are helpless & superstitious about control, even they are ignorant about themselves & social welfare subjects. They should be awarded about usefulness of birth control & small family.

f)
Early Childhood Development :
The local parents are awarded on the need of their children’s proper care to make them healthy person. 

g)
Children & women oppression & trafficking:
The poor illiterate families are reluctant and some are greedy for much in come. So some are tortured and miss-handled. They should be awarded about the issue.

h)
Drug abuse & Common Laws with punishment :
To maintain peace in the family or society the people should be aware about drug abuse and Common Laws with their punishment.

i)
Safe drinking water & Arsenic Mitigation:
